ATEX & Non-electrical Equipment 

Manufacturers of Category 2 non-electrical products follow the conformity assessment procedures defined in Article 13 of Directive 2014/34/EU. The most common route for compliance is defined in Article 13 (1) (b) ii which refers to Annex VIII of the Directive and requires submission of technical documentation to a Notified Body.

Annex VIII - Internal Control of Production

Annex VIII requires the manufacturer to prepare the "technical documentation" that enables the conformity of the product to be assessed against the relevant requirements of the directive. The manufacturer keeps a copy of the technical documentation for at least 10 years after the last piece of equipment was manufactured. The technical documentation comprises:
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The manufacturer is also required to "take all measures necessary to ensure that the manufacturing process guarantees compliance of the manufactured equipment with the technical documentation and with the requirements of the Directive applicable to such equipment".

Technical Documentation Submission 

CSA Group will provide a quotation for storage of technical documentation on request.  Technical documentation shall be submitted by the Manufacturer as follows:

iii. A covering letter with each Technical File.

Once the Technical File has been received CSA Group will acknowledge receipt by issuing a ‘Certificate for Receipt of Technical Documentation’.
