·    Please note that the price quoted covers the issue of certificates only and does not include for any audit work required. This will be quoted for separately upon application.

All work is undertaken in accordance with CSA Group and Sira standard terms and conditions.

Product/Production Quality Assurance

All manufacturers and trade agents are required to comply with the production control requirements defined in article 8 of the ATEX Directive and the IECEx scheme.
In addition to holding an EU type-examination certificate and/or Certificate of Conformity in his own name, the trade agent is also responsible for engaging a notified body to approve and carry out surveillance of the trade agent’s quality management systems insofar as it relates to the production phase. It is this notified body whose number will appear after the CE marking on the trade agent label.

The trade agent will need to satisfy Sira that it is in control of production by maintaining a Product/Production Quality Assurance Notification of appropriate scope for the product(s) concerned.

An application to Sira by a prospective trade agent for a Product/Production Quality Assurance Notification will require an audit at the trade agent’s premises.
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
